The Vulvatields project is an ongoing endeavor with the ultimate goal of integrating

ts creations into nature. There are two distinct videos associated with the project:

the first, produced in 2021, features Cegielska’s 5-year-old daughter, while the second

s a digital adaptation developed in collaboration with digital designer Oscar J. Paddon.
The project'sinitial phase began in the summer of 2021, marked by the crafting 50 vulvas,
flower sculptures made from bent wire. In February 2023, a new iteration emerged with
3D visualizations of Cegielskas.

The series of 31 vulva sculptures, one for each day of the
month, systematically investigates transformation through
repetition of gesture, form, and color. It simultaneously
documents the cumulative impact of quotidian violences
women endure, rendering these social experiences into
precise formal and chromatic terms.



Project presents a nearly two-meter-tall vulva sewn from shimmering
silver fabric and suspended above a pink fur-covered pedestal,
operating as a counter-monument that reclaims dignity and reverence
for the female body while subverting misogynistic language and
exposing the cultural trivialization, labor, and struggle inscribed onto
womens|ives.
